Re: Year Six Woodlands Visit 

 

We have arranged to take our current Year Six on a visit to Woodlands Leisure Park on Friday 17th July.  We will be travelling by 

coach, leaving at 8.45 am and will return by 3.15 pm (subject to traffic conditions). 

 

All children will need a packed lunch with them (no fizzy drinks, glass bottles, sweets or anything containing nuts) and plenty to 

drink.  If your child is entitled to free school meals or if you wish the school kitchen to provide one for you then please indicate this 

on the form below (the cost is the same as a usual lunch).  Clothing for Woodlands Leisure Park must be suitable for such an activity 

(no flip flops or heeled shoes) and children must bring a waterproof coat or suncream and a hat (depending on what the weather 

decides to do on the day). 

 

Children may bring spending money to a maximum amount of £10.00.  However, the children will have complete responsibility for 

their money so suitable purses, etc, are advised. 

 

Children will be given the freedom to go around the park in small groups and they will not be supervised directly by staff all of the 

time.  However, staff will be available at all times and will arrange regular meeting points and times to ensure the children’s safety. 

 

The PFA have kindly agreed to pay the cost of the coach hire.  As this visit is purely a fun day out to celebrate the end of the 

children’s time at primary school, the remaining cost of £14.18 per child must be met by parents.  This can be paid via the 

schoolgateway app or online via www.schoolgateway.com.
