Re: Year Five Bikeability Training – Week Beginning 11th March 2024 

 

We are excited to inform you that our Year Five pupils will be participating in Bikeability training during 

the week beginning 11th March 2024.  This initiative is designed to enhance your child's cycling skills, 

promote road safety awareness and instil confidence in navigating the roads on a bicycle. 

 

To ensure the success of this programme, we have partnered with the Plymouth School Sports Partnership 

(PSSP), who will provide experienced and certified Bikeability instructors.  They will be delivering a 

comprehensive Cycling Proficiency and Road Safety course to our Year Five pupils during their regular 

curriculum time. 

 

We would like to emphasise the importance of safety during these sessions.  As such, we kindly request 

that all participating pupils bring their own cycle helmets, as they are compulsory for the training.  Pupils 

are also required to bring their own bicycle, but it is not mandatory.  We have arranged for bicycles to be 

provided for those who may not have access to one.  This ensures that every pupil can actively participate 

and benefit from the Bikeability training. 

 

As the children will be riding their bikes for the majority of the school day, they may wear suitable biking 

trousers into school on the relevant days.  These may be tracksuit bottoms or other loose clothing.  To 

facilitate a smooth and timely arrangement, we kindly ask you to complete the consent forms at your 

earliest convenience.
