The school is a member of Military Kids Heroes (MK Heroes).  This is a national support group for the children of Service men 

and women and their relatives.  

 

Military Kids Heroes is a network support service which brings together members of Service families aged between three and 

eighteen years old from all over the country. Members of MK Heroes are ambassadors and young advocates for Service families 

across the United Kingdom, and most importantly, they are friends who are there for each other, especially in times of need.  

 

Each member school has its own in-house group, with delegates who sometimes join up at meetings with other member schools. 

At these meetings, we raise concerns, talk about worries and do fun activities. 

 

Heroes is a true pupil voice group. The name comes from a joint decision, in your own home you can be a Hero, supporting the 

parent left behind, caring for your brothers and sisters and being brave when your parent or family member is in a dangerous 

place. ‘We are all heroes,’ noted one ten year-old and it became the name.  To date, Heroes has in excess of 5000 members and 

is growing daily. 

 

Becoming a Hero is based on several factors that include registered service children, as noted in the annual schools’ census. In 

addition, any child who has any relative serving in any of our Armed Forces, the Reserve Forces or the RFA, can be classed as a 

Heroes member. Children of Veterans are also eligible as Heroes. 

 

We will be running a club and other activities at various times of the year.  Further information will follow.
