Maths: 

This week , we will be…  

• Exploring weight  

• Using cubes to work out the weight of various objects  

Other Areas:  

• Building houses for the pigs. The children will be encouraged to talk about the material they 

chose and why.  

• Role playing various Fairy Tales.  

• Practising cutting skills and safe use of scissors.  

• Making clay hearts.  

At Home: 

• Follow a simple recipe, helping to weigh out the ingredients. Which ingredient do you need 

most of, least of? Talk about the changes that the children notice.  

• Enjoy sharing a traditional story together. Talk about the good and bad characters and the 

setting. Ask the children which part was their favourite and why.  

Reminders: 

• The children are not allowed to wear earrings for PE. Please ensure that they are removed 

on a Friday.  

• Drink bottles should contain water, not juice. It has been noted by senior leadership that 

quite a few children have orange or black current in their water bottles.  

• Monday 9 th February is our Fairy Tale Ball. The children can come to school dressed as a 

fairy tale character eg: Mr Wolf. a pig, Cinderella, Jack, Elsa etc. They shouldn’t come as 
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Batman, Bluey or Super Girl, as these are  not characters from a traditional story  or fairy 

tale.
